Start the Class

Distribute sheets of paper. Write different abilities on
the board, such as ride a bike, climb a tree, jump rope,
hop, play the drums, play soccer, play the guitar, play
tennis, fly a kite, build a sandcastle, swim, whistle, and
sing. Have students fold a sheet of paper so it has four
squares, cut it, and write an ability on each square.
Explain that they are going to walk around and ask one
another questions, such as Can you ride a bike? If his
or her partner has ride a bike, the student asking the
question collects the square. Make sure they take turns
asking and answering.
